Highlights
The four guest discussions were very popular, drawing a wide range of subscribers and yielding more than 230 posts among them.  The WIA Community Conversations discussion with Assistant Secretary of Education Brenda Dann-Messier covered topics including the GED as a measure of achievement; educational gain, NRS functioning levels, and post-testing; and student buy-in.  Spontaneous discussions generated by subscribers included a variety of topics, some more uncommon than others.  Two examples of more uncommon topics included whether special education students are required to pass the GED in order to enter the military.  Subscribers also discussed the sensitivity of adult education tests to measure small gains in learning.  More typical conversations focused on TABE and WorkKeys. In addition, subscribers were able to weigh in on the outcomes of the NRS revision meeting that occurred in August.
