Highlights

The Using Social Media in Teaching and Professional Development discussion on the Technology and Distance Learning List and the Professional Development List provided an opportunity for subscribers to participate in a targeted community of practice. Following the discussion, nine small groups comprising list subscribers worked for a week on a specific social media tool (e.g., Twitter, Facebook, and Google apps) and then reported back on the large discussion lists.
Several requests for information led to the exchange of very useful information.  Requests included recommendations for screenshots with audio; using YouTube in class; touch screen software for language learners; and Ning and other collaborative learning sites.
In response to an article on Bill Gates' thoughts on the increasing importance of the role of technology in the field of education, list members’ shared their own experiences of online learning both as learners and educators.  While opinions varied, the discussion was robust, honest, and included many specific examples of what has worked and what has not.
