hematoma - bruise; clotted blood from broken blood 
vessels 

 

antibiotic - a substance that can harm or kill another 
microorganism 

 

clot -   to clump together 
 

shifting -  moving from one place to another 
 

abdominal - relating to the abdomen or stomach 
 

cavity  -  a hollowed-out space 
 

radiating - rays or lines moving out from a center 
 

numb -  unable to feel 
 

prompt -  very quick, immediate 
 

congestive - plugged up; clogged 
 

fatal -   causing death 
 

nausea -   feeling like you will throw up
