Highlights

One highlight of this year was that the discussion list was acknowledged as a valuable resource by Health Literacy Missouri, which is working with other coalitions around the country to form a national health literacy organization. They decided that the NIFL Health Literacy List will act as their communication arm and be fully involved as the organization develops. 

Another highlight was presenting the list and other NIFL resources at the Wisconsin Health Literacy Summit, and handing the microphone around the room of 250 attendees to hear 5-6 testimonials from list subscribers about how the list helped them in their work. 

In October, we worked with HealthLiteracyMonth.org to post daily stories throughout the month that told why health literacy was important in each storyteller’s work and life. 

Finally, the list was consulted by the Joint Commission as a community of health literacy experts to give feedback on how to better incorporate health literacy issues into their new standards and implementation guide.
