Highlights 
A discussion on “Could technology be the key to accelerated writing?” led to a discussion regarding the seven principles of good education outlined by theorists Chickering and Gamson based on 50 years of research.  Technology (specifically Twitter) fits into these seven principles when it encourages collaboration, creativity, interaction, communication, active learning and prompt feedback. 

A discussion on hand-held literacy devices came up with some interesting plans for using cell phones in the class rooms.  These included:  Twitter for vocabulary spotting (reporting seeing 
words in the real world), finding literary devices in reading (similes, metaphors, images, etc), math lesson on cost of texting according to individual cell plans, and this link to more ideas http://www.niace.org.uk/mobiletechnology/
The development of a national Technological Literacy Framework was announced on the list.

When it is made final, the framework will guide the design of the assessment. The draft defines technological literacy as the “general understanding of technology coupled with a capability to use, manage, and assess the technologies that are most relevant in one’s life, such as the information and communication technologies that are particularly salient in the world today.”

A discussion on National level recommendations for new adult literacy and technology legislation brought out some interesting points from list participants.  Two points were made about the teachers of adult education—that there must be a shift from the "sage on the stage" to "guide on the side" and that teachers sometimes have less access and facility with technology than their students do.
